Due to COVID-19, learning at AIS was asynchronous from March 12, 2020 to May 31, 2020. Students continued to complete
work asynchronously while attending campus. During the 2021-2022 academic year, virtual learning was fully synchronous.
Between the beginning of the pandemic until June 2022, students were unable to complete extracurricular activities and

take standardized tests such as the SAT and the TOEFL. However, AIS fully reopened on August 1, 2022 with face-to-face
instruction with full co curricular activities.
